1.3 Installation and assembly site

The ADQ-62 is an ADQ-LINK distribution box designed for industrial use. The box may only be used 
in dry rooms. Ensure that there is sufficient Ventilation. Make sure that the connection cables are 
securely attached.

1.4 Brief description

Via the ADQ-LINK (point to point), two ALLDAQ products can be reliably and easily connected to 
communicate with each other via a differential connection. This makes the ADQ-LINK perfectly suited 
for use in harsh environments. The ADQ-LINK works very stable Even in cabinets, where optimal 
cable routing and decoupling between power lines and analog or digital signal/control lines cannot 
always be maintained. The ADQ-LINK connects two devices up to 100m without loss of speed or sig-
nal integrity. For shorter distances, the power supply can also be looped from one device to another 
through the same cable. The longer the cable, the higher the occurring shift of the respective ground 
potentials. However, this is no problem due to the capacitively insulated link cables.

The ADQ-62 can be used to expand an ADQ-LINK port. The ADQ-LINK technology is a point-to-point 
connection. By using an ADQ-62, a star array can be established with up to three participants. It is 
also possible to use several ADQ-62s in series. In addition, it is possible to loop the power supply via 
the cable and through the box. The link LED per port makes it easy to see the status of the connection.

2.1 Connecting the box
 
The box should be handled with care to ensure that the device is not damaged by electrostatic 
discharge (ESD), mechanical stress or current surges. Precautions should also be taken to avoid elec-
tric shock. Follow standard ESD protection measures.

Power supply

The box has no separate connection for the power supply. It must be ensured that the box is also sup-
plied via a port on which a GND connection is bridged if it is an output port. This supplying ADQ-Link 
cable must not be longer than 2m. 5V are sufficient to supply the box. 12V are not required.
 
Cables

A standard network cable (Cat 5 or higher) is used to connect two ADQ-LINK devices. The recommen-
ded maximum cable length is 100m. Please note that over this length only the ADQ-LINK will remain, 
whereas a power supply will be required on the client end.
 
Operating mode

The jumper below the output ports can be used to set two different modes. ISO“ should be used 
by default. Here, only the pure ADQ-LINK is produced capacitively isolated. In „GND“ mode, the 
ground reference is also connected. The insulation no longer exists, but the 5V and 12V are also fed 
through the cable.
